1: Ground

2: 4+9to 16 VDC Input
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4: NC/Audio (L)
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SMA Female
RF Input
(Connect to Antenna)

BNC Female
Video Output
(Connect to Monitor)

How to Set Your Receiver Frequency
(Channelized Versions Only)
The ER75 receiver is capable of three modes of frequency control:
Local BCD (direct code) Control, Local Programmed Switch, and RS232 Remote Control.
